IRRIGATING IN |

You water your plants, but
where does that water go?

The water wets the soil where the
plant roots can absorb it. If it would
just stay there, irrigation would be
simple, but it doesn’t.

[t evaporates from the topsoil, and
seeps down into the groundwater
table (or out the bottom of your plant
pot). Water that the soil couldn’t
absorb is lost as run off, and even
water that the plant does absorb is
lost through Its leaves, through
franspiration.

The good thing Is we can calculate
how much goes where. We need to
know the plant, the soil, and most
importantly the weather.
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
